Code of Conduct for Players and Parents

In order to achieve this it is imperative that coaches, players and parents alike create an environment that supports this goal.

Expectations and Conduct

· It is a privilege to play ball.

· Show respect for teammates, opponents, umpires, coaches and facilities.

· Play to the best of your ability at all times.

· Obey the rules of the game.

· Work together as a team.

· Applaud the efforts of your teammates and opponents, winning or losing.

· Show good sportsmanship on and off the field.

· Accept the decisions of the umpires and your coaches.

· Maintain a good attendance record.

· Be a good role model.

· Understand that in competition there is a winner and a loser, so be gracious in defeat and modest in victory.

· After the contest congratulate the opponent on a well played game.

· Profanity and unsportsmanlike conduct are unacceptable, before, during or after the game.

· Keep the dugout clear of garbage and help maintain the field and equipment after the game. 

Understand that is not uncommon for there to be disagreement from time to time during competition. If for any reason a player or parent should take exception to a decision made by a coach or umpire, it is essential to follow the proper procedure to correct the issue. Communication is the key. First, let the coach know. Most conflict can be resolved quickly and easily if the coach is informed. On the rare occurrence where issues can not be resolved, the matter will be forwarded to the North Canaan Recreation Commission.
